Postioning the Lower Lift-Top TV Cabinet and Upper Storage Cabinet:

o Setthe lower Lift-Dp TV cabinet in an apmximate preferred loation near
the wall. Le&e room to access the rear of the cabinet.

Locate the four “oor levelers under each corner of the base anddethe
cabinet by turning each leeler foot by hand Turn clockwise to laver and
counter clockwise to raise the cabinet. el the cabinet left to right and
front to back.

Note: If optional 9720-2/3-CA side cabinets are included follow this additional step:

Retievethe 6'long connecting cord enclosed in the RH sidgbinet.
Comect one end to the electrical cord which exits the rear cornice of the
LH side cabinet and the other end to the electrical cord that exists the RH
side cabinet cornie.

Manually turn the display lights on by simply touching the metal péa
located behind the RH Upper Storage cabinet post coluriiouch this plate e
three times for increasing light itensity. Aforth touch will manually shut the

lights off. Re-trace,check connections and adjust where necessary if lights

don't activate.

Postioning the Optional Side Cabinets against

the Lower lift-top TV Cabinet:

Renove the top and base side moldings of thewer lift-top TV cabinet by
simply gripping them ®mly and pulling them straight off the cabinet.

Move the LH and RH side cabinets near
the lower lift-top TV cabinet and upper
storage cabinet. Lea room to access
the rear of the cabinet.

Install any desired electronic support
components (ie: DVD players, tuners
etc.) behind the doors at this time

Roue the power cords through the
back panel access lated in the
upper corners of the door cabinet
interior and . . .

. .over to the rear opening of the laver
lift-top TV cabinet.

Roue equipment wires from the side
cabinets to theTVby placing them thru
the access hole in the lower back rail.

Nex insert the equipment wires inside
the plasticdwire cage channel® that runs
from the base rail of theower pop-up
TVcabinet to the top of theTV
mechanism platform.

Slide the lower popup TV cabinet and upper storage cabinet back to the
wall. Check the leel of these cabinet and re-lel if necessay.Tilt or raise
the cabinets slightly to accessvelers.

Slde the LH/RH side cabinets to the wall and push them "ush up against
the sides of the laver lift-top TV cabinet.

Locate the four leveler access holes of the side cabinetsdted in the base
panel (one in each corner) behind the doorsMeteach side cabinet by
inserting the leveler wrench provided and attach it to the top of theveling
stem.Tun wrench clockwise to raise and counter clockwise tovier the
cabinet. Level the cabinet left to right and front to back to eliminate

any remaining gaps beteen the certer units and the side cabinets

Adjust the lower Limit Svitch to the exact heigtt of your television.
Folow the steps as blow:

Raise the lift up

Measurethe height of your TV

Add 1/2°to that dimension

Using a Philps head sewdriver. loosen the scew sligtly and raise
the Limit Svitch to the dimension you alculae for your TV hieigh.

TVLIift Mechanism

The TV lift mechanism operes on either radio frequency which is actited
by the enclosed hand held remote or an infrared system which is at¢éda
with your TV hand held remog.Rekrence the previous section in this
instruction manuel tited 2Hat Panel TV Installation® for more details.

Toturn your TV on/off while raising it up and down by infrared control: Plug
the TV power cord into the outlet lateled €Circuit Sensing located on top of

the mechanism boxToturn the TVon while raising it upAIM YOUR V REMOTE
CONIROL at the electronicyelet located at the front of the cabinet and press
the power button n° 1 lower the TVback down inside the cabinet aim your
TVremote control at the electronic gelet located at the front of the cabinet
and press the pwer button %ff°

NOTEThe power cord for the infared remote control receiver bx positioned under the
center/rear section of the pop-up TV @binet top must be plugged irto the outlet labeled
418 VD@OUTPUTIocated on the side of the black manuel on/off control box lkated on
the upper right hand face of the back panel underneath the top of the cabinet.

Thetop of the cabinet is hinged and will automatically rise or lower with the
operation of the lift mechanism.

lift mechanism also includes an important safety device which ogtes inde-
pendently of the hand held remag.It can be operaded with a manual switch
box located under the lift up cabinet top at the right rear position. (Nt
photo of2on-off Control Bx)

This manual switch bx includes two toggle controlsThe toggle on the right
controls the raising or lowering of the mechanism. Simply push tlggle at
the position lakeled 2ip® and the lift will rise. Push theggle labelecfdown® and
the lift will go down.Thetoggle on the right simply turns the mechanism off in
the midst of a raising or loweringycle.Note the left hand bggle must beton®
for the mechanism to opeate.
